JURISDICTION AND APPEALS PROCEDURES

Jurisdiction of the Senate Appeals Committee

1. The Senate Appeals Committeas appellate jurisdiction.

2. The Senate Appeals Committeen® an investigative body.
3. The Senate Appeals Committee slo®t receive or determine:

a. allegations of discrimination, which are addressed under the Statement on

. a copy of the decision giving rise to the appeal,

. a description of th matter under appeal,

o

the grounds for the appeal, and

D

. the remedy sought by the Appellant.

An academic appeal alleging the refusahtake a decision at the Faculty level
shall be submitted with reasonable promptness. All other appeals shall be
submitted within 30 calendar days of theedthat the decision under appeal was
sent to the student. An extension afi¢ito submit an appeal may be permitted by
the Senate Vice-Chair (Academic Adminisima), or designate, if the Appellant
establishes reasonable groufalsgranting the extension.

The parties to an appeal are the sthidas Appellant, and the Faculty, as
Respondent. In an academic appeal, the Dean of the applicable Faculty shall
designate one or more representativagspond to the appealn a discipline
appeal, the Academic Integrity Officer thie applicable Faculty, or designate,
shall respond to the appeal.

Upon receiving notice of an academic eph the Senate Vice-Chair (Student
Affairs) shall require a statement frahee Dean of the applicable Faculty
confirming that all appeal process#gghe Faculty have been exhausted.

For each appeal, the Chair of the Commigtieall constitute a Hearing Panel in a
timely manner. The Hearing Panel shahsist of four faculty members and one
student member of the Committee, and Isttadose its own Chair. None of the
faculty members of a Heag Panel shall be a member of the Faculty from which
the appeal originally emanates or beltoghe department or program in which
the student is or was enrolled. The studaember of a Hearing Panel shall not
be a member of the class, department, program, School or College from which the
appeal emanates. In the event neithalesit member of the Committee is able to
participate on a Hearing Panel duehe provisions othis paragraph, the
Dalhousie Student Union shall appointaahhoc member to the applicable
Hearing Panel.

The Appellant is entitled to an oral higgy, in accordance with the principles of
natural justice. The Appellant may partaip at an oral hearing in person, or at
their expense, by way of teleconferenmeby such other means approved in
advance by the Hearing Panel. The Ajgm¢ may waive the right to an oral
hearing and choose to proceed solely by written submissions.



7. Each party is responsible for presentingn® Hearing Panel all relevant evidence
and submissions for the Panel to considehe determination of the appeal.
Written submissions are required from each party and shall contain:

a. copies of all documents relevant to the appeal,
b. supporting arguments,

c. alist of all witnesses for that pgrand a brief description of their
anticipated evidence, and

d. the decision and any remedy being sought.
8. Written submissions shall be made:

a. by the Appellant, within 15 calenddays of the Senate Vice-Chair
(Student Affairs) requesting the submission, and

b. by the Respondent, within 15 calendays of receiving the Appellant’s
submission.

but these timelines may be extende@lordged by the Senate Vice-Chair
(Student Affairs), or designate, appropriate circumstances.

9. The hearing of each appeal shalliibeamera. The Chair of the Hearing Panel
shall determine procedures for the heanng manner that is consistent with the
principles of natural justice and these€&dures. In extenuating circumstances,
the Chair of the Hearing Panel may dedi@roceed witlthe hearing in the
